7. Identify and develop strategic ministry 
opportunities for short-term 
volunteers to utilize the skills and 
strengths of the CRCNA in the 
development of Christian education. 

8. Participate in support-raising (e.g., 
prayer, care, and financial support) for 
Resonate ministries by developing 
and maintaining a network of 
supporting churches and individuals. 

9. Educate the CRCNA and others about the nature of the global church and its mission, 
encouraging them to develop a deeper passion and involvement in global mission.
